When man sins there is:

 real punishment

**So the existence of law in the universe, the revealed will of
God, creates the foundation for:

 Jlaw-breaking and guilt and law-keeping and righteousness
* acourtandajudge
e justification and condemnation.

If there is no law, no law-breaking; no law-breaking, no guilt;
no guilt, no court; no court, no judge; no judge, no
justification and no need for incarnation or crucifixion.



3. Sin has an absolute character.
There are no gradations.
4. Sin always is related to God and His will.

Sin in any amount will distance us from God.
