Fearing God is realizing there is One who is bigger, greater,
mightier, more powerful, and one who is able to bring
judgment on my life for my sin.

2. “Give Him glory”

* God is weighty, heavy.
* This is because His attributes are so awesome.

* To give Him glory is not to “pile up” or add to the glory that
He already has.
