Palace. A section of the western wall south of Wilson’s Arch its identity as a separate area with its own
(187 feet/57 m long, sometimes called the Wailing Wall) has
been a place of prayer for Jews for the last 700 years. The

Royal Stoa was a 912-foot-long (278 m) portico, containing

four rows of 40 columns. The Sanhedrin met in the central apse

after ¢. A.0. 30. This may have been where Jesus cleansed the
temple. The southeast comer overlooking the Kidron Valley
created a drop of 140 feet (43 m) to the street below, and

300 feet (91 m) to the valley below. This may be the “pinnacle

of the temple” mentioned in Matt. 4:5 and Luke 4:9.

e Satan twists Scripture from trusting God to testing God!

e Satan is saying, “No matter what you do Jesus, God will
protect you.”

* That is presuming on the grace of God.
* So we have an interpretation problem here.

7 ways Satan distorts Scripture:
Take verses out of context.
Such as:

1.

Ex. 32:14 — God changes His mind, therefore He does not know
the future exhaustively. He is not omniscient.

I;rov. 22:6 — a child is guaranteed salvation if raised in a Christian
ome.

Is. 53:4,5; Matt 8:18,17 — because there is healing in the
g’gonement of Christ, you can be healed today of all of your
iseases.

1 Chron. 4:9,10; Prov. 15:6 — believers are guaranteed
prosperity.

Rom. 9:16 — there no need to evangelize the lost.
Heb. 6:4-6 — a believer can lose their salvation.
1 Tim. 2:4; 2 Pet. 3:9 — God is not sovereign in salvation.

Matt. 18:20 — when believers gather to pray, it is then that God
is with them.

Mark 16:18 — a believer is immune to snake bites and deadly
poison.

Acts 2:38,39 — infants should be baptized.

Acts 8:14-17 — a believer receives the Holy Spirit (Baptism of the
Holy Spirit) sometime after being saved.



* Gal. 3:27 — there are no gender roles.
* 1 Cor. 14:2 — speaking in tongues is for self edification.

e 1 Cor. 14:39 — speaking in tongues is a spiritual gift in
existence today.
e James 2:24 — faith + works = salvation.

* Rev. 3:20 — Jesus is at the door of the heart of the
unbeliever. One becomes a Christian by opening the
door and inviting Christ into their life.

* etc, etc., etc. etc,, etc., etc.

Note: This is only a small sample of verses taken out of
context. Every book in the Bible has verses taken out of
context by someone and used to teach something false.
Every subject, doctrine, and belief has been affected by this
act of malpractice.

* Don’t believe when someone quotes a verse to you that it
necessarily is being interpreted and quoted correctly.

* Choose your Bible teachers carefully.



2. Don’t take it literally.

3. Add to Scripture.

Rev 22:18-19

18 | testify to everyone who hears the words of the prophecy of
this book: if anyone adds to them, God will add to him the plagues
which are written in this book;

4. Subtract from Scripture.

19 and if anyone takes away from the words of the book of this
prophecy, God will take away his part from the tree of life and
from the holy city, which are written in this book.



5. Read 1% century culture into 21 century setting.
1 Cor 11:4-5

4 Every man who has something on his head while praying or
prophesying disgraces his head.

5 But every woman who has her head uncovered while
praying or prophesying disgraces her head, for she is one and
the same as the woman whose head is shaved.

6. Flood the Church with endless interpretations.

* “l can stand in the middle of the freeway”
* “l can stand on a ledge at the top of the IDS”
* “l can skip my medicine.”
* “l can take a class in college and not study and expect to get a good grade.”
* “l can sit under this “Bible” teacher and won’t be affected.”
* “l can put myself in unnecessary danger, but God’s sovereignty will protect me.”

* There is no freedom from temptation in this life here on
earth. There was not for Jesus and there is not for us.

* As long as we are in the flesh, be ready for temptation.



“God’s aim in allowing these temptations was to prove the
sinlessness of His Messiah. Satan’s aim in these temptations
was to cause Messiah to sin. He simply tried to accomplish
the impossible. Messiah was impeccable; He simply was not
able to sin, but that did not discourage the fallen one from
attempting the impossible. Satan’s subsidiary aim was to
keep Yeshua from the cross by offering Him a shortcut to His
Messianic goal. If Yeshua had succumbed to this temptation,
it would have been a good example of the attainment of a
legitimate end by illegitimate means.”
