. Pk?arisees were not interested in repentance and forgiveness, only “setting
the trap.”

* Grace and mercy were not a part of their vocabulary.

* The apostles response indicates they think this is impossible.

* They don’t have enough faith to believe they would never cause
someone to stumble.

* They don’t have enough faith to believe they will always teach
the Bible accurately.

* They don’t have enough faith to believe they can always forgive
someone.

* That is just too much pressure to get it right.
* But Jesus says all you need is faith like a small mustard seed.
* Mulberry tree- large, very deep roots.

* Jesus is saying that He will give them the faith needed to
accomplish all that He commands.

* God is not in debt to any man.

* What we do for God is what we are supposed to do. We need no fanfare. We don’t
need to be noticed. We don’t need to draw attention to ourselves.

* Your life of humility will seep through the crevices of your life and demonstrate to the
world your walk with God is not a superficial, prideful form of hypocrisy.

e Jesus is on the move.

* The Assyrian Captivity began in 722 B.C. Some of the Jews had intermarried with the
Assyrians and had become—in the eyes of their countrymen—half-breeds and
traitors. Over the centuries the Samaritans had become a mixed race with a mixed
religion. So Jews hated the Samaritans and vice versa.

“ten leprous men stood at a distance” — Why?

* Leprosy.

* Pharisees saw it as divine judgment.

* Note: They address Jesus as 1. Master. 2. One who could have mercy of them.

* What have they got to lose? No cures. Totally desperate. No family, no job, no
friends, no worship, no hope,

* No doubt they had heard. “He’s here!”

It essentially says that
any swelling or rash or skin infection must be immediately
presented to the priest for his inspection. He is to examine
the sore, the skin surrounding and the color of the hair
within the infected area. White hair was considered to be a
danger sign. The person thus inspected would be

guarantined for seven days. At the end of seven days, if the
infection had disappeared, the person could be readmitted
to society. If not, then the person diagnosed as having
leprosy was banished from society during the time of his
infection.”

2. To demonstrate His Messiahship to Israel.

* It would take 8 days. Then pronounced clean.

* This is going to put the priest in a real bind — to confirm that
Jesus did multiple miracles, which he would have to do.

* It took faith for them to take the first step.

* Our walk with the Lord requires a first step. God steers a moving
car.

* Noah started cutting wood. David searched for stones.
* They were all healed “as they were going.”
* Note: Instantaneous and completely.

* The 9 Jews acted just like the crowds have acted to the miracles
of Jesus — “Give us healings, give us food, cast out demons, do
miracles, dazzle us with your power, but don’t expect worship,
don’t expect gratitude.” No sense of sin, no need for a Savior, no
fear of judgment.

* The one who did return was not even a Jew. In fact he was
despised by the Jews. But it is he that shows gratitude.
