* The Jewish people in that day divided the night into four
parts:

Midnight, nine to twelve

The Cock crow, twelve to three
The Morning, three to six.

* The third period gained its name from the fact that roosters
began to crow about the end of that period and continued
to crow periodically until after daybreak.

* Forget prison and death, Peter here won’t even pass the
“knowing” test.
