10 Reasons why the Ascension is important 
and of great benefit to us:

1.  The Ascension brought to an end the self-limitation of 
Christ.
Phil 2:6-7
6 who, although He existed in the form of God, did not regard 
equality with God a thing to be grasped, 
7 but emptied Himself, taking the form of a bond-servant, and 
being made in the likeness of men.

2.  The Ascension resulted in the exaltation and glorification of Christ. 
John 17:5
5 "Now, Father, glorify Me together with Yourself, with the glory which I 
had with You before the world was. 
Phil 2:9-11
9 For this reason also, God highly exalted Him, and bestowed on Him the 
name which is above every name, 
10 so that at the name of Jesus EVERY KNEE WILL BOW, of those who 
are in heaven and on earth and under the earth, 
11 and that every tongue will confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the 
glory of God the Father. 
Eph 1:20-23
20 which He brought about in Christ, when He raised Him from the dead 
and seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly places,  
21 far above all rule and authority and power and dominion, and every 
name that is named, not only in this age but also in the one to come.
