God is our model  you work and you reflect on your work.  Work gives us self-worth.  
This introduces the principle of separation.  4 separations in Gen. 1  light from darkness; 
day from night; waters above from those beneath, land from the waters.
Israel was to be separate.

Ps 1:1
1 How blessed is the man who does not walk in the counsel of the wicked,
Nor stand in the path of sinners,
Nor sit in the seat of scoffers! 

The Church is to be separate.
2 Cor 6:14-17
14 Do not be bound together with unbelievers; for what partnership have righteousness and 
lawlessness, or what fellowship has light with darkness? 
15 Or what harmony has Christ with Belial, or what has a believer in common with an 
unbeliever? 
16 Or what agreement has the temple of God with idols? For we are the temple of the living
