The short answer is  

This says a water vapor or ice canopy enveloped the whole earth.
It remained there until the flood when that water rained down  on the earth in 
torrential rain and flooded the entire earth above the mountain tops.
It served as a shield against damaging UV rays of sunlight.
Explains long life of plants, animals (Dinosaurs), and man (over 900 years).
First proposed by Jerome in 4th century.  Today  1961  John Whitcomb and Henry 
Morris.  But they later revealed the problems with the theory.
