* These are the first leather jackets and coats.

* You can’t jump from Adam to Christ’s death on the cross. You
need an entire sacrificial system to teach mankind about the
need for death and blood, and to be understood.

* Here is a picture of 2 things:

1. Sacrifice by death/blood is required to cover sin.
Heb 9:22
22 without shedding of blood there is no forgiveness (of sin).

2. Our utter failure of self-righteousness finds its only
solution in the robes of righteousness in which we are
clothed with from God.
