“Killing the Flesh”
Galatians 5:19-26
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19 Now the deeds of the flesh are evident, which are:
immorality, impurity, sensuality,

* Paul now draws a contrast between the flesh and the Spirit.

“deeds” — works - this is what the flesh produces by one’s
own efforts, whether a believer or unbeliever.

“evident” — easily seen. Don’t have to hunt for them.
They can be divided into 4 categories:
1. Sexual sins.

“immorality” - Topveia porneia- fornication, adultery, incest,
prostitution. Very broad term.

“impurity” - dxabapoia akatharsia - uncleanness, impurity.
“sensuality” - doéAycia aselgeia - licentiousness, filthiness.
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20 idolatry, sorcery, enmities, strife, jealousy, outbursts of
anger, disputes, dissensions, factions,

2. Religious sins.

“idolatry” - cidwAoAaTpeia eidololatreia - image worship,
idolatry.

“sorcery” - ¢pappakeia pharmakeia - drugs, witchcraft, magic.
3. Relationship sins.

“enmities” - £x0pa echthra - hatred, hostility.

“strife” - £p1¢ eris - contention, wrangling, quarreling, debate.
“jealousy” — Cfioc zelos - to have a strong feeling against.

“outbursts of anger” — 6uudc thumos - wrath, indignation
against, sudden burst of emotions against someone.

“disputes” —£p16cia eritheia - to provoke anger.
“dissensions” — 61yocTacia dichostsis - to cause divisions.
“factions” - aipfouat haireomai - to divide, to prefer.

21 envying, drunkenness, carousing, and things like these, of
which | forewarn you, just as | have forewarned you, that
those who practice such things will not inherit the kingdom
of God.

“envying” - ¢66voc phthonos - to have ill-will, to spite, be
resentful, to desire what others have.

4. Behavioral sins.

“drunkenness” - pé6n methe - intoxicated. Lack of control.
“carousing” - xGpoc komos - to let loose, rioting, partying.
“and things like these” — the list could go on and on.

* Paul gives a severe warning. These things are not new.

“practice” - mpdoow prasso - to perform repeatedly,
habitually.

* Those who live a life-style characterized by habitual sin, with
no concern for change or repentance, are unsaved and will
not inherit eternal life.
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* In contrast, the outward display of the Holy Spirit in control
of the believer’s life will be manifested by 9 “fruits.”

“love” - aydmn agape - a choice to love based on the will.
Unconditional.

“joy” - xapd chara - a calm delight, does not depend on
circumstances. Based on our eternal salvation.

“peace” - ciprjvn eirene - quietness, rest. Unexplainable calm.

“patience” —pakpoBupia makrothumia - fire stretched out
across the universe.

“kindness” — XxPnoTOTNG chrestotes - graciousness, good, kind,
having a tender concern for others..

“goodness” — dyabuoivn agathosune - virtuous, the state of
being good, holiness in action. Moral excellence.

“faithfulness” - (O TIg pistis -fidelity, loyalty, trustworthiness.

23 gentleness, self-control; against such things there is no
law.

“gentleness” — TpaTng prautes - mildness, humility.

“self-control” -
restraint.

éykpdTela egkrateia - temperance, exercise

* Because God desires all men to have all of the fruit of the
Spirit, therefore there is no law (restraints) against them.

* One of the 50 things that happened to you at salvation . . .

Gal 2:20

“crucified” — to execute (kill, put to death) the flesh.
Rom 6:11

11 Even so consider yourselves to be dead to sin, but alive to God in Christ
Jesus.

Rom 6:3-7

3 Or do you not know that all of us who have been baptized into Christ Jesus
have been baptized into His death?

4 Therefore we have been buried with Him through baptism into death, so that
as Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, so we too
might walk in newness of life.

5 For if we have become united with Him in the likeness of His death, certainly
we shall also be in the likeness of His resurrection,

6 knowing this, that our old self was crucified with Him, in order that our body
of sin might be done away with, so that we would no longer be slaves to sin;

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A Legalist

Def. "A legalist is one who relies on his own performance to merit favor
be/‘ore God, rather than re/ying on ,faith in what Christ has done,and
relying on the power of the indwelling Holy Spirit. He puts as much
authority in extra Biblical moral standards, rules, and regulations,as he
does in Biblical mandates."

Stage | Legalism - performance to obtain one's salvation.
Stage Il Legalism - performance to keep one’s salvation.
