“caught” - mpoAappdve prolambano - be overtaken by, be
surprised by.

“trespass” - TapdmTwHQ paraptoma- a slip, a stumbling, a
falling.

* It is the picture of a trap that has surprised and ensnared a
victim into a sin.

* What is the proper response of the church body? Point
fingers, gossip about it, or condemn the person? No.

4 characteristics of a proper response:

1. It must be done by those who are spiritual. i.e.
those who are walking in the Spirit, led by the Spirit and
thus displaying the fruit of the Spirit. These are ordinary
believers who have been born again and are living the
Christian life in the power of the Spirit. Any spiritual
believer, regardless of what point they are at in their
spiritual growth, can help a sinful believer.

1 Cor 2:14-3:1

14 But a natural man does not accept the things of the Spirit of God, for they are
foolishnedss to him; and he cannot understand them, because they are spiritually
appraised.

15 But he who is spiritual appraises all things, yet he himself is appraised by no one.

But
we have the mind of Christ.

3:1 And |, brethren, could not speak to you as to spiritual men, but as to men of flesh,
as to infants in Christ.

2. It must be to restore, not condemn.
“restore” - kaTapTICw katartizo - to set a broken bone.
3. It must be done with gentleness, not harshness. Set the bone gently.

4. It must be done with humility, not pride. Not - “I would never do
something like that.”
