* Paul is going to conclude with a crushing blow to the legalist.
* But before he does that, he proves that this letter is genuine.
* Usually, a writer will dictate a letter to someone.

* Paul may have done that or he may have written the whole letter
himself or he may have just wrote the ending of the letter.

* Paul wrote in large letters perhaps because of poor eyesight
caused by disease or damage from stoning or other
persecutions.

* The point is, this letter is authentic.
