This is a serious responsibility.
Habakkuk will wait patiently for God to answer.
He is also thinking of what to say when corrected.

 3 reasons:
  1.  That it can be read.
  2.  That he who reads it will run to tell others.
  3.  That it may be preserved for future 
       generations, that they would know the 
       certainty of its fulfillment.

All of it was set before the foundation of the world.  
Timing is everything.

 4 truths about the timing of God:
  1.  It is on the move.
  2.  It has a goal.
  3.  It is perfect.
  4.  It is certain.

After the Chaldeans (Babylon) destroyed Judah in 586 B.C., they were 
destroyed by Medo-Persia in 539 B.C.,  a short 47 years later, just as God had 
said.
Here is a wonderful verse to summarize verse 3 . . .
