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Hell
4 terms which describe the place of the dead:
1. Sheol.
*Used 65 times in O.T. — 31 times as “hell”;
31 times as the “grave”; 3 times as the “pit”.
2. Hades.
*Used 11 times. 10 meaning “hell”;
1 meaning “grave”.
3. Tartarous.
*Used 1 time to denote the holding place for
a group of demons (Gen. 6)
4. Gehenna.
*Used 12 times in the N.T. Used as a
geographical term and the final state of the

unsaved.



Christian Science believes there is no final
judgment.

3 And behold, Moses and Elijah appeared to them, talking with Him.

4 Peter said to Jesus, "Lord, it is good for us to be here; if You wish, | will make
three tabernacles here, one for You, and one for Moses, and one for Elijah."

Matt 17:10-13

10 And His disciples asked Him, "Why then do the scribes say that Elijah must
come first?"

11 And He answered and said, "Elijah is coming and will restore all things;

12 but | say to you that Elijah already came, and they did not recognize him,
but did to him whatever they wished. So also the Son of Man is going to
suffer at their hands."

13 Then the disciples understood that He had spoken to them about John the
Baptist.

Luke 1:15-17

15 "For he will be great in the sight of the Lord; and he will drink no wine or
liquor, and he will be filled with the Holy Spirit while yet in his mother's
womb.

16 "And he will turn many of the sons of Israel back to the Lord their God.

17 "It is he who will go as a forerunner before Him in the spirit and power of
Elijah, TO TURN THE HEARTS OF THE FATHERS BACK TO THE CHILDREN, and
the disobedient to the attitude of the righteous, so as to make ready a
people prepared for the Lord."



Rev 11:3-13

3 "And | will grant authority to my two witnesses, and they will prophesy for twelve hundred
and sixty days, clothed in sackcloth."

4 These are the two olive trees and the two lampstands that stand before the Lord of the earth.

5 And if anyone wants to harm them, fire flows out of their mouth and devours their enemies;
so if anyone wants to harm them, he must be killed in this way.

6 These have the power to shut up the sky, so that rain will not fall during the days of their
prophesying; and they have power over the waters to turn them into blood, and to strike the
earth with every plague, as often as they desire.

7 When they have finished their testimony, the beast that comes up out of the abyss will make
war with them, and overcome them and kill them.

8 And their dead bodies will lie in the street of the great city which mystically is called Sodom
and Egypt, where also their Lord was crucified.

9 Those from the peoples and tribes and tongues and nations will look at their dead bodies for
three and a half days, and will not permit their dead bodies to be laid in a tomb.

10 And those who dwell on the earth will rejoice over them and celebrate; and they will send
gifts to one another, because these two prophets tormented those who dwell on the earth.

11 But after the three and a half days, the breath of life from God came into them, and they
stood on their feet; and great fear fell upon those who were watching them.

12 And they heard a loud voice from heaven saying to them, "Come up here." Then they went
up into heaven in the cloud, and their enemies watched them.

13 And in that hour there was a great earthquake, and a tenth of the city fell; seven thousand
people were killed in the earthquake, and the rest were terrified and gave glory to the God
of heaven.
